Solvency of Estate. The Estate is solvent. 


9.3
Notice of Hearing on Nonintervention Powers. No advance notice of the hearing on this Petition for nonintervention powers is required under Chapter 11.68 RCW or under RCW 11.28.240.


9.4
Grant of Nonintervention Powers. The Petitioner is granted nonintervention powers and is authorized to manage and settle the Estate without further intervention of the Court, except as otherwise required by applicable law.


9.5
Other relief. Such other relief is granted and such other orders are issued as the Court deems just and equitable.
